TERMS OF THEESC GRANT

The grant starts at Grade 7
and remains in force for the
next school years (until
Grade 10) if the grantee is
promoted to the next grade
level and is enrolled in an
ESC participating school.

AMOUNT OF THEESC GRANT

Grade 7 grantees from PEAC
Certified Private Junior High
Schools shall be alloted a
substantial amount based on the
current guidelines of the
program. Deduction of the grant
will be on the last paying period
of the school year.

TERMINATION OF THEESC GRANT

The grant is terminated if the grantee:

e Drops out in the middle of the school year

 Does not reenroll the following school year

e Fails to be promoted to the next grade level

e Transfers to a non-ESC-participating JHS

e Is suspended for more than two (2) weeks, dismissed or expelled
by the ESC-participating JHS for disciplinary reasons
